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Dolmen (from Breton: dol=table; men=stone)

A table-shaped tomb used for burial. A dolmen is a megalith (a structure
built of large stones) made of flat stones that were usually not worked.
The upright stone slabs serve as the walls and the horizontal slab created
the roof, Every dolmen was surrounded by a circle of small, unworked stones.
It was entirely covered by a tumulus (heap of stones and earth), which usually
eroded away, leaving the burial chamber exposed.
It Is believed that dolmens were common in the land of Israel, Syria and Lebanon
for thousands of years, from the Neolithic period (the ninth to the fifth millennia
BCE) to the Intermediate Bronze Age (2200-2000 BCE).
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
